Tree 
species identified as endangered by the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and 
Flora (CITES) are neither utilized nor imported. Based on Sappi’s own and the PEFC and FSC positions, any utilization 
of Russian or Belarussian wood was suspended in March 2022 until further notice.
